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Essay: 2020 World Geography

The “land down under” includes two amazing countries.  New Zealand and Australia, much more than kiwi birds and kangaroos, continue to be on the top of the “must see” travel destination lists.  Which would you want to see?  Both?
Indeed, these countries are both similar and different in many respects.  For this writing assignment, you will focus on three aspects of this comparison.  First, highlight key similarities between the two.  Write about the cultural and physical factors that help create their deep connection to each other.  Second, look at the two countries as independent, and different.  Find unique characteristics that only one of the two possesses.  Third, I want you to pick one of the two countries and develop a rationale explaining why your pick is a better fit for you.  Say, you are being transferred oversees, or you are going on a backpacking extravaganza, or a beautiful honeymoon someday.  If you could only see one and spend a lot of time there, which would it be now that you have learned a bit about the two amazing countries from the “land down under.”
This essay is a challenge.  I am looking for details (physical and cultural) and connections that demonstrate deep and thoughtful research.  Utilize your “comparison worksheets” and the textbook.  Outside resources are not required, but you are encouraged to look for more.  Quality is better than quantity in terms of your supporting examples and details.   I am also looking for paragraph and essay structure.  An introduction, body and conclusion format is a must.  Topic sentences and transitions are also quite necessary.  Have someone proofread before typing please.  Spelling and grammar matter.

Finally, here are the nuts and bolts of this assignment.  Let us go with a 2-3 page typed essay sporting an introduction, body, conclusion including the three main questions mentioned above.  Also, go with double spaced, 12 fonts formatting….List sources if you use more than the textbook.  Include a title page.  I prefer a printed, hardcopy final draft.  Reading so many on the computer screen is straining.  Good luck, this is due Tuesday February 18th.
